GENERAL
The Sandan examination shall be created entireth&ygandidates themselves. If desired, the
candidates may act as their own Test Administratmhoose someone else to administer the
test. The examination shall follow the generakgecol of Shuyokan.

The candidate may solicit advice from any ShuyoKadansha in preparing for the test. Sensei
is not to see or have knowledge of any part otélseuntil the actual time of the examination.

The candidates may choose any and all Ukes, howBeesei reserves the right to make last
minute changes.

The candidate will be graded on selection of tegphes, technique performance and the ability
of the examination format to adequately test thelchate.

PERMISSION TO TEST
When requested, the candidate should state theie heurrent rank, time in grade, training
hours in rank and the rank for which they are testiThis will be followed by a formal request
to test. Sensei will acknowledge.

Shuyokai Sandan Test Supplement

1. All time in grade requirements and training homsst be documented and presented at time of
testing.

2. The Shuyokan Sandan Test must be performed eitlibe Shuyokan Ryu dojo or at the
Shuyokai dojo under the supervision of a represeet&drom the Hombu dojo. No DVDs are
acceptable.

3. As a minimum, least 75% or more of the techniqpez$ormed on this test must be Shuyokan
Ryu techniques. The balance may be made up ofdkautechniques.
